Course Description: What Is Great Decisions?

Great Decisions (GD) promotes student awareness and discussion about timely foreign policy issues. Run by the Foreign Policy Association in New York, it is the oldest and largest grassroots educational program on world affairs of its kind in the country, with about 350,000 overall participants. Great Decisions is one of the five Flagship Programs of the World Affairs Councils of America. A Flagship Program is one that is broadly supported throughout the council system and that builds the name and impact of the system and its councils. Great Decisions celebrated its 50th anniversary in 2004. Councils around the country helped celebrate its tradition and history. 

At UNCW, the purpose of Great Decisions is to educate all students from all Majors about issues of vital importance to American foreign policy, to provide you with the information to make informed decisions about the topics covered, and to be able to participate in the foreign-policy process. During the fall semester the student steering committee and course instructor, Dr. Kleinberg, work hard to find experts that can speak on the topics chosen by the Foreign Policy Association. Each year eight topics are chosen by a panel and in-depth articles on each subject are prepared by experts. The articles go into the 100-page softbound Great Decisions briefing book that appears with new content every January and will serve as your text for the course. Our speakers will give their own twist and focus to the topics at hand. This way you will have a good overview of the issues plaguing our globe presently.
The main requirements for making and keeping an A is to read your articles and attend tutorials and lectures listed below. All the lectures will take place at Cameron Auditorium on the designated dates. All tutorials will take place on Thursdays in your assigned classroom with student leaders to discuss topics related to the lectures, the readings and other international issues which may arise. It is all very informal and meant to enhance your understanding of the crucial global events facing us presently.

Please note that attendance will be taken in both lectures and tutorials. Date: January 10:  Introduction to Great Decisions Lecture Series and Kick-Off Lecture
Special Topic: The Nature and Politics of Human Intelligence
Guest: John O’Connell, Former Principal Deputy Director
National Counterterrorism Center 
John "Geoff" O'Connell is currently a special advisor to the Office of the National Counterintelligence Executive.  Mr. O’Connell was appointed as the National Counterterrorism Center's Principal Deputy Director in June 2008 where he served until 2011. He is a thirty-three year veteran of the CIA's National Clandestine Service where he spent the majority of his career in senior clandestine assignments overseas - most involving counterterrorism. Among his domestic assignments, he served as Deputy Chief of the FBI's International Terrorism Operations Section, Chief of CIA's Counterterrorist Center and Special Assistant to the Director of Central Intelligence for the Middle East Peace Process.

Mr. O'Connell is a graduate of Amherst College. He is the recipient of numerous domestic and foreign awards.

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Mr. Gregory Aftandilian is an independent consultant, writer, and lecturer, having spent over 21 years in government service, most recently on Capitol Hill. He was foreign policy advisor to Congressman Chris Van Hollen (2007-08), professional staff member of the Senate Foreign Relations Committee and foreign policy adviser to Senator Paul Sarbanes (2000-04), and foreign policy fellow to Senator Edward Kennedy (1999). Prior to these positions, Mr. Aftandilian worked for 13 years as a Middle East analyst at the U.S. Department of State where he was a recipient of the Department’s Superior Honor Award for his analyses on Egypt. His other government experiences include analytical work for the U.S. Department of Defense and the Library of Congress. He was also a research fellow at the Kennedy School of Government at Harvard University (2006-07) and an International Affairs Fellow at the Council on Foreign Relations in New York (1991-92). In addition, Mr. Aftandilian has worked as a consultant on Egyptian affairs for the National Democratic Institute for International Affairs, and is an adjunct faculty member at Boston University and Northeastern University. Mr. Aftandilian is the author of Egypt’s Bid for Arab Leadership: Implications for U.S. Policy (1993); and Looking Forward: An Integrated Strategy for Supporting Democracy and Human Rights in Egypt (2009). Mr. Aftandilian holds a B.A. in history from Dartmouth College, an M.A. in Middle Eastern studies from the University of Chicago, and an M.S. in international relations from the London School of Economics.

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Stefano Santamato is a Senior Research Fellow for the Center for Transatlantic Security Studies (CTSS) at National Defense University’s Institute for National Strategic Studies (NDU-INSS). His work focuses on US-NATO relations through research, publications and education. 

Stefano Santamato has a long-standing career at NATO, where he has served as the senior civilian staff officer in the Strategic Analysis Capability (SAC) and worked for the Operations Division, dealing with various aspects of crisis management and planning, respectively, in the Civil Emergency Planning and Crisis Management Planning sections. 
Throughout his experience at NATO, Stefano Santamato has promoted an innovative and forward-looking approach to the Alliance’s crisis management. This includes the development of the concept for the Strategic Analysis Capability, a joint civil-military structure providing NATO’s Secretary General with comprehensive analysis in regards to potential and emerging crises, and of the COMPASS Database for the identification and use of civil experts in NATO planning and operations. Stefano Santamato joined NATO in 2000, as staff officer for the Military Common-funded Resource Policy Unit were he carried out analyses and assessments of NATO’s common-funded requirements. His international experience includes working for the European Commission where he has been in charge of identifying, preparing and overseeing various co-operation projects with Chile; and collaboration with the Directorate General for Research and Studies of the European Parliament. Stefano Santamato served in the Italian Air Force between 1993 and 1994. He is a graduate in Political Sciences and International Public Law at the University of Milan and holds a Master degree in International Politics.

Guest:  Dr David Schanzer
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David Schanzer is an associate professor at Duke University and director of the Triangle Center on Terrorism and Homeland Security, a research consortium between Duke, UNC-Chapel Hill and RTI International. In these capacities, he teaches courses on counterterrorism strategy, counterterrorism law and homeland security. He also serves as the director for strategy and outreach for the Institute of Homeland Security Solutions, a North Carolina-based research consortium focused on applied social science research for homeland security. Dr. Schanzer is the lead author of a widely cited National Institute of Justice study on domestic radicalization – “Anti-Terror Lessons of Muslim Americans” (2010) – and a report on “Improving Strategic Risk Management at the Department of Homeland Security,” published by the IBM Center for the Business of Government. Prior to his academic appointments, Dr. Schanzer was the Democratic staff director for the House of Representatives Committee on Homeland Security from 2003 to 2005. He previously served as the legislative director for Sen. Jean Carnahan (2001-2002), counsel to Sen. Joseph R. Biden Jr. (1996-1998), and counsel to Sen. William S. Cohen (1994-1996). His positions in the executive branch include special counsel, Office of General Counsel, Department of Defense (1998-2001) and trial attorney, United States Department of Justice (1992-94. Dr. Schanzer is a graduate of Harvard College where he received an A.B. cum laude in government in 1985 and of Harvard Law School. Schanzer has appeared on international, national and local radio and television discussing terrorism and homeland security and is the author of more than 20 op-ed articles on these subjects that have appeared in newspapers around the country. 
Summary of Lecture: How can the United States address the challenges of a weak economy, homegrown terrorism and nuclear proliferation? What threats and opportunities are presented by the ascendancy of China and by regime change in the Middle East.

Ambassador Litt served for 34 years as a career U.S. diplomat, specializing in the Middle East and Southwest Asia. In 2005-2006 he was the third-ranking officer at the U.S. Embassy in Baghdad, Iraq, with the title of Political-Military Counselor, providing policy advice to the U.S. Ambassador, and serving as liaison between the Embassy and the Multi-National Forces – Iraq.  While at the Department of State, Ambassador Litt served as the Director of the Office of Northern Gulf Affairs (Iran and Iraq), and also as Desk Officer for Saudi Arabia.  In addition to a tour as economic/commercial officer in Kabul, Afghanistan, in the late 1970s, he served twice as political officer in Damascus, Syria. Just prior to his recent service in Baghdad, he was the State Department’s Diplomat-in-Residence at Duke University in Durham, North Carolina.

Presently, Ambassador David C. Litt is the Executive Director of the Center for Stabilization and Economic Reconstruction at the Institute for Defense and Business in Chapel Hill.

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Paige Johnson Tan, Ph.D. is an Associate Professor of Political Science in the Department of Public and International Affairs at UNCW.  She specializes in Asian Politics, with special focus on Indonesia, Singapore, China, and India.  Her research focuses on political parties and their role in democratization.  Her most recent book chapter focuses on anti-party attitudes in Indonesia, Philippines, and Thailand.  Dr. Tan has contributed articles on Asian topics to academic journals Indonesia, Contemporary Southeast Asia, Education about Asia, Asian Perspective, and the Journal of Social Work in Disability and Rehabilitation as well as news outlets Jakarta Post, Daily Yomiuri (Japan), and Star News (Wilmington, NC).  Dr. Tan has consulted on Asian/governance topics with Sea-Change Partners (Singapore), the Drug Enforcement Administration, the State Department (Washington, DC), the World Bank (Jakarta, Indonesia), and Military Civil Affairs (Fort Bragg, NC).  Dr. Tan is also the Assistant Chair of the Department of Public and International Affairs at UNCW.  Her Ph.D. is from the University of Virginia and her Master’s from the Monterey Institute of International Studies.
